When | asked Greg Harris
why he builds birdhouses he smiled
and said, clearly and innocently,
“for the birds.” The birdhouses
provide much pleasure for us non-
feathered neighborhood inhabitants
as well. Greg’s birdhouses look
like rustic, homey cottages. They
are made of rough lumber, and
have a square shape with a round
door. But the eye candy is the roof
made from an old Alabama license
plate. The whole effect is that of a
classic folk art piece that is both
functional and decorative.

The bird house Greg made
for me hangs from a wooden fence
that is weathered and somewhat
rippled from Hurricane lvan. From
December to March the birdie

1 de-
cided that I would spread the joy
around and bought one for both my
neighbors on my block of North
Lewis-now we have matching bird-

houses.

But not really-because each
one is a little different-that unique
quality that comes with all things
made from hand and heart.
